Increasingly More Opportunities in Turkey

AGU Yagam ve Doga Bilimleri Fakiil-
tesi Dr. Ogretim Uyesi Oktay ismail
Kaplan, “Nadir hastaliklardan silio-
patileri ¢alisan bir bilim insani olarak
ifade etmem gerekir ki; Tiirkiye’de
guzel olanaklar verilmeye baslandi
ve bu olanaklar arttikga ve daha ve-
rimli ekosistemler olustuk¢a buradan
da giizel tedaviler ¢ikacak.” dedi.

Basit tabirle az sayida kisiyi etkileyen hastaliklara nadir hastaliklar ad1 verildigini dile geti-
ren Kaplan, “Amerika’da 200 binden az kisiyi etkilemis olan hastaliklara nadir hastaliklar
denirken, Avrupa’da ise 2 binde | kiside goriilen hastaliklar nadir hastalik kategorisinde
degerlendirilmektedir.” diye konustu.

Kaplan, diinyada 300 milyon insaninin nadir hastaliklardan etkilendigini belirterek,
Tiirkiye’de de daha genis kapsamli istatistiksel verilerin ¢ikarilmasi gerektigini sdyledi.

Dr. Oktay Ismail Kaplan, faculty member of the AGU Life and Natural Sciences,
said: “As a scientist working on ciliopathy which is one of the rare diseases, |
must say that Turkey began to offer very good opportunities, and as these oppor-
tunities increase and more productive ecosystems are established, some good
treatments will emerge.”

In simple terms, diseases affecting a few people are called rare diseases, said Kaplan. He
stated, “While the USA calls diseases affecting less than 200 thousand people as rare, the
Europe classifies diseases seen in I person in 2 thousand in the rare disease category.”

Around the world, there are 300 million people affected by rare diseases, and more
comprehensive statistical studies are needed in Turkey, said Kaplan.

rencilerin vizyonlarma &nemli katkilar
sunacagini soyledi.

Yasam ve Doga Bilimleri Fakiiltesi De-
kani Prof. Dr. Alaaddin Sen ise “Son yil-
larda diinyada yasadigimiz corona viriis
salgini da bir kere daha gosterdi ki yasam
bilimleri hayatimiz i¢in olduk¢a 6nemli.
Yasanan bu salginda molekiiler biyoloji
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ve genetik, biyoloji ve yasam bilimlerinin, biyomiihendisligin ve benzer biyoinformatik
gibi ya da filojeni gibi alanlarin ne kadar dnemli oldugunu da bir kez daha hep birlikte
miisahade ediyoruz.” dedi. Kongrede, temel olarak kanser biyolojisi, proteomiks, biyo-
informatik, doku miihendisligi, kok hiicre, nanobiyoteknoloji, sinirbilim, immiinoloji ve
biyomedikal enstiirmantasyon gibi énemli konulara yer verildi.

Around 300 people working in biology, genetics, medicine, pharmacy, bioengine-
ering, chemistry, and engineering and based in different cities joined the congress
organized for the 5th time by the Faculty of Life and Natural Sciences.

Rector Prof- Ihsan Sabuncuoglu spoke at the conference opening via video-conferencing and
said, the congress would contribute greatly to students "visions and research of scientists special-
izing in a variety of basic sciences including but not limited to Molecular Biology and Genetics,
Biology, Bioengineering, Medicine, Pharmaceutics, Dentistry, Chemical Engineering, Materials
Science and Engineering, and Nanotechnology.

Prof’ Alaaddin Sen, Dean of the Life and Natural Sciences, said: ““The recent coronavirus out-
break has shown us once again that the life sciences are very important for our lives. With this
outbreak, we are once again observing how important molecular biology and genetics, biology
and life sciences, bioengineering, and similar fields such as bioinformatics or phylogeny are.”

At the congress, significant themes were covered such as cancer biology, proteomics, bioinfor-
matics, tissue engineering, stem cells, nanobiotechnology, neuroscience, immunology, and bio-
medical instrumentation.
