Abdullah Giil Universitesi (AGU), URAP (University
Rankings by Academic Performance) Arastirma
Laboratuvarr’nin tniversitelerin akademik perfor-
mansini 6zetleyen 2020-2021 siralamasina gore,
2000 yihndan sonra kurulan universiteler iginde
4’lincl sirada yer aldi.

Tiirkiye’deki liniversitelerin akademik performanslarini ¢e-
sitli kriterlere gore degerlendiren, ODTU Enformatik Ensti-
tiisti blinyesinde yer alan URAP Arastirma Laboratuvari’nin
2020-2021 {iniversite siralamalar agiklandi.

Makale ve atif sayilari, bilimsel dokiiman sayisi, doktora
mezunu dgrenci sayist ve 0gretim iyesi basina diisen 6g-
renci sayist gibi kriterler basta olmak {izere toplam 9 krite-
rin esas alindig1 siralamaya gére AGU, 2000 yilindan sonra
kurulan tiim tiniversiteler arasinda 4’lincii sirada yer alarak,
bu kategoride Tiirkiye nin en iyi 4’iincii tiniversitesi oldu.

AGU ayrica, raporda yer alan 6000°den az 6grencisi olan
iniversiteler kategorisinde ise gecen yil oldugu gibi bu
yil da 4’iincii siray elde etti.

Lisans mezunu veren 166 iiniversitenin yer aldigi
URAP Tiirkiye siralamasinda, arastirma kurumlarinin
performans degerlendirmesini yapmakta olan Clarivate
Analytics/InCites ile YOK’iin yayimladig: veriler de-
gerlendirmeye alindi.

In the 2020-2021 list of the URAP (University
Rankings by Academic Performance) Research
Laboratory showing national universities’ aca-
demic performance, Abdullah Gl University
(AGU) was placed 4th among the universities es-
tablished after 2000.

The URAP Research Laboratory, which evaluates aca-
demic performance of the Turkish universities based on
various criteria under the roof of METU Informatics Insti-
tute, published its 2020-2021 university rankings.

In the rankings, universities are evaluated in 9 catego-
ries including the article and citation counts, scientific
documents, number of doctoral graduates and number of
students per academic. AGU was placed 4th among the
universities established after 2000, and thus became the
4th best university of Turkey in this category.

Compared to last year, AGU also kept its 4th place
in the category of the universities with less than
6000 students.

166 universities with undergraduate graduates were in-
cluded in the URAP Turkey rankings and data provided by
Clarivate Analytics/InCites, which shows academic per-

formance of research institutions, and the Turkish Council

of Higher Education (YOK) were used.

Panelde AGU’yii temsil eden Hatice Zehra Dogru’nun
da icinde yer aldig1 ekip tarafindan panel ve anket sonuglariyla ilgili bir
rapor da hazirlanacak ve Almanya Disisleri Bakanligina verilecek.

The Global Solutions Initiative, a global collaborative enterprise
based in Germany of which Abdullah Gl University is also a part-
ner, organized “Young Voices on the Future of Multilateralism,” an

international online event.

Hatice Zehra Dogru, Electrical and Electronics Engineering gradu-
ate, represented AGU at the panel, and took part in its organization.
Representatives from the UN, UNESCO, UNICEF, German Foreign
Office, and various civil society organizations contributed with their
inputs to the event. At the panel, young people voiced their ideas about
multilateralism, and the 75th birthday of the United Nations was
marked. The fight against climate change and increasing participation
in multilateralism for more peace and security were two of the panel
topics. A team including Hatice Zehra Dogru, who represented AGU
at the panel, will also prepare a report on the panel and survey results
to present it to the German Foreign Office.

Girisimcilerin tasarim ve yazilim alanindaki
bilgi birikimlerini arttirmak amactyla uzun siireli egitimler de gergeklestirilecek.

The AGU Technology Transfer Office (AGU TTO) began a project called
“Creative Hub” on the Siimer Campus. The project will encourage young
entrepreneurs to be creative and innovative, enable entrepreneurs from dif-
ferent disciplines to work together, and propose solutions for commercializa-

tion in prominent countries, the USA, UK, and Europe.

The project entails establishing a center to hold training sessions to encourage interdis-
ciplinary work and cooperation which in turn will boost innovation and creativity of entre-

preneurs. Additionally, workshops and competitions will be organized.
Long-term training sessions will also be planned to increase knowledge
of entrepreneurs in the fields of design and sofiware.

Bilgisayar Muhendisliginden Mezun Oldu, Danimarka’da Calismaya Basladi
Graduated from Computer Engineering, Now Works in Denmark

Bilgisayar Miihendisligi Béliimii 2020 yili mezunu
Yzeir Baku, mezuniyetinin ardindan Danimarka’da
faaliyet gosteren Keysight Technologies firmasinda
yazilim mithendisi olarak ¢aligmaya basladi.

Yzeir Baku, AGU’de cogu Avrupa iiniversitesine gére daha disip-
linli ve emek isteyen bir egitim verildigini ve bu sayede 6gren-
diklerini ig hayatinda kolayca kullanabildigini soyledi.

Danimarka’ya daha onceden iki kez staj icin geldigini ve Av-
rupa’daki is hayatini yakindan gozlemledigini sdyleyen Yzeir,
AGU égrencilerine mezuniyet sonrast is hayatina girme siireciyle
ilgili su tavsiyelerde bulundu:

“Ogrencilere tavsiyem, stajlarina daha fazla énem vermeleri.
Cilinkii staj yaptiginiz yer gelecekte calisacaginiz sirket olabilir.
Ne kadar iyi bir izlenim birakirsaniz bunun size etkisi o kadar
fazla olur. Ayrica okulda 6grendiginiz teorik bilginin pratik ha-
yattaki uygulaniginda da iyi bir bilginizin olmasi, kendinizi me-
zuniyet sonrasi hayata daha hazir hissetmenizi saglayacak”.

Heniiz mezun olmadan Keysight’tan is teklifi alan Baku, bu ko-
nudaki en 6nemli etkeni ise sOyle ifade etti:

“Bence en biiyiik etken tecriibe. Tecriibenin mutlaka is tecriibesi olma-
sina gerek yok. Universite egitimim boyunca derslere daha fazla nem
verdim ve dersler diginda bos vakitlerimde kendimi gelistirmeye galis-
tim. Ayrica kendi sosyal becerilerimi de gelistirmeye calistim ¢linkii
sosyal becerileriniz de 6zellikle Avrupa’daki isverenler igin olduk¢a
6nemli”.Yzeir Baku, is hayatinin 6grencilikten ¢ok daha farkl bir de-
neyim oldugunu da s6zlerine ekledi.

Yzeir Baku graduated from the Computer Engineering
in 2020 and, right after graduation, was employed as
a software engineer at Keysight Technologies based in
Denmark.

Yzeir Baku expressed that the discipline and effort put in AGU's ed-
ucation is better than many European counterparts, and thanks to
that, he was able to apply his learning in the business life with ease.

Yzeir said that he visited Denmark twice before for intern-
ships and could observe the business life in Europe. Based
on his experience, he gave the following advice on employ-
ment to the future graduates of AGU:

“I advise the students to pay more attention to internships. Because
companies where they work as interns may turn out to be their fu-
ture workplaces. The better impression they make, the more impact
it will make for them. Additionally, they should know how to apply
theoretical knowledge they acquire at the university to the everyday
life, which will help them feel ready for the life afier graduation.”

Baku received his job offer from Keysight before graduation, and
for him, the most important factor behind the offer was experience.

“I guess experience is a great factor. It does not have to be
work experience. During my studies at the university, I fo-
cused on my courses, and in my free time, [ tried to improve
myself. I also tried to develop my social skills, because they
are particularly important for European employers.” Yzeir
Baku added that business life is a very different experience
than studentship.
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
