For a third time, the Informatics Association of Turkey has presented its awards in honour of Prof- Aydin Kéksal who was the founder of
the association and coined more than 2.500 Turkish counterparts for scientific words including
has been one of the recipients of the TBD Awards. He has earned the Computer Engineering Science Award thanks to his original, pio-
neering, and innovative research in the field. For the Prof. Aydin Koksal Awards, the Association assesses nominees’ works in terms of
scientific and technical contents, societal impact, high-quality academic exposition, and skilled use of Turkish as a scientific language.

Abdullah Giil University’s (AGU) Rector Prof. ihsan
Sabuncuoglu and four academics ranked in the
“World’s Most Influential Scientists” list, created by a
team of scientists from Stanford University based on
their research.

The team, comprised of the Stanford University scientists, deter-
mined the most influential scientists around the world in 22 fields
and 176 sub-fields using a composite indicator as the scientific in-
Sfluence index which takes into account variables of the number of
published articles, number of citations, authorship positions, efc.

AGU has achieved a significant success by appearing in the list
with five of its academics based on the 2019 and career-long data.

Rector Prof. Ihsan Sabuncuoglu is in the list with 1895 cita-
tions and an h-index of 26. The other academics of AGU in
the “World's Most Influential Scientists” are Prof. Vehbi Cagri
Giingor, Chair of the Computer Engineering, Assoc. Prof. Eyiip
Dogan, Chair of the Economics, Dooyoung Hah, faculty mem-
ber of the Electrical and Electronics Engineering, and Lecturer
Muhammed Faheem.

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& AGU’de égrenciler, Birlesmis Milletlerin, yoksullugun
sona erdirilmesi, ¢gevrenin korunmasi, iklim krizine karsi
onlem alinmasi, refahin adil paylagimi ve diinya barigini
hedefleyen Siirdiiriilebilir Kalkinma Amaglari dogrultu-
sunda kiiresel sorunlara ¢éziim ariyor. Bazi derslerde ve
etkinliklerde BM’nin 17 maddeyle ele aldigi kiiresel sorun-
lar, 6grenciler tarafindan ele aliniyor ve ¢6ziim o6neri tar-
tisilyor. Siyaset Bilimi ve Uluslararasi iligkiler 6grencisi
Arooba Zaib de BM’nin kalkinma hedeflerinden biri olan
“Yoksulluga Son” konusunu AGU News’e degerlendirdi.

BM, diinya genelinde 2030 yilina kadar gergeklestirilmek tizere 17
sosyal kalkinma hedefi olusturmustur. Bunlardan ilki Yoksullugun Her
Bi¢iminin Ortadan Kaldirilmast’dir ve birgok gergege dikkat gekmek-
tedir. Bunlar arasinda, geng c¢alisanlarin yetigkinlere oranla asirt yoksul-
luk i¢inde yasama ihtimallerinin daha yiiksek olmasi ya da 2016 ‘da 4
milyar insanin herhangi bir sosyal giivence sisteminden yararlanmamis
olmast sayilabilir. Hedef, dogal afetler ve salgin hastalik gibi nedenleri
de giindeme tasimaktadir. Oregin, Koronaviriis salgim, aralarinda ha-
lihazirda yaygin olan kiiresel yoksulluk sorunu da dahil olmak {izere ¢1g
gibi ekonomik ve sosyal krizi tetikledi. Diinya Bankas: verilerine gére,
Covid-19’un yayilmasi nedeniyle 71 milyon insan yoksulluga itildi ve
bu da BM’nin sosyal kalkinma hedeflerinin 6telenmesine sebep oldu.
Bu hedef AGU’de, akademisyenler ve dgrencilerden olusan panelde
ele alindi. Panel, 6grencilerin yoksullukla ilgili gériislerini ve her bir
bireyin ne tiir bir katki yapabilecegi bakimindan oldukga verimli gegti.
BM’nin bu hedefte ne kadar basarili olacagt, 2045 yilina kadar yoksul-
lugun biiylik oranda azalip azalmayacag iizerine goriisler paylasildi.

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UN Development Goals and AGU

& At AGU, students seek solutions to global problems
in line with the Sustainable Development Goals of the
United Nations, which targets ending poverty, protection
of the environment, action against the climate change, en-
suring equal distribution of prosperity and world peace. In
some courses and activities, these 17 global challenges
are taken up by the students as they discuss their solution
proposals. Arooba Zaib, student of Political Science and
International Relations, wrote about “End Poverty,” one of
the UN development goals for AGU News.

The UN has laid out 17 social development goals for the world to
achieve by 2030. The first of these is to End Poverty in All Forms
and highlights many interesting facts such as how young workers are
more likely to live in extreme poverty than adults or how 4 billion
people did not benefit from any kind of social protection system in
2016. It also brings the causes to attention such as natural disasters
and outbreaks of pandemics. The Coronavirus pandemic has set off
an avalanche of economic and social crisis, one of them being the al-
ready prevailing global issue of poverty. According to the World Bank,

more than 71 million people have been pushed into poverty due to the
spread of Covid-19 which has put off the social development goals of
the UN. This goal was discussed at my institution, AGU, amongst a
panel of professors and students. The discussion was quite fruitful as
it brought to attention the view of the students on poverty and what
sort of help could be provided from each individual. The panel also
shared their opinion on how successful the UN will be in achieving
the goal and whether poverty will be decreased significantly by 2045.

Es baskanlar Elif
Buse Sahin ve Ridvan Dogan’in moderatorliigiinde gergeklestirilen
panelde, ICMA’da kiiresel program yoneticisi olarak gorev alan iist
diizey yetkililer Rebecca DeSantis ve Berna Oztekin’in yanisira Yénetim Kurulu danismani ve emekli yerel yonetim gérevlisi Ib
Ostergaard Rasmussen de katilarak birer konusma yapti. Panelde ICMA’nin vizyonu ve misyonu, basta ICMA olma tizere uluslara-
ras1 organizasyonlardaki staj ile ¢alisma firsatlar1 ve giiclii bir 6grenci temsilciliginin 6nemi ele alindi.

The students of the Humanities and Social Sciences became the first student society from Turkey to join the International
City/County Management Association (ICMA), which is an association of local government professionals aiming to create
and sustain flourishing communities around the globe and held their first organization.

The students started an international panel series entitled “ICMA Series” through the AGU ICMA Student Chapter and held the first
session via video conferencing. Co-presidents Elif Buse Sahin and Ridvan Dogan moderated the first session. Rebecca DeSantis and
Berna Oztekin, experienced global program managers at ICMA, and Ib Ostergaard Rasmussen, advisor to the ICMA Board and former
city manager, joined the session as speakers. ICMA'S vision and mission, internship and work opportunities at international organiza-

tions including ICMA, and the significance of a strong student representation were discussed.

Farkli BM SKH’lerini odagina
alan oturumlar, AGU uzmanlar: tarafindan koor-
dine edildi ve AGU égrencilerinin, mezunlarinin
ve diinyanin her yerinden uzmanlarin katilimi
ile gergeklesti. Oturumlarin g¢iktilarinin bir ara-
ya toplandigi raporlar ise BM’nin gelecek karar
alma ve politika olusturma siire¢lerinde kullanil-
mak tizere UN75 platformuna sunuldu.

AGU’niin kiiresel zorluklara ve toplumsal kat-
kiya yaklasimi agisindan, BM konularinin farkl
iniversite paydaslar1 tarafindan konusulmasi ve
bunlarin kurumsal platformlarinda halka agik ola-
rak sunulmasi biiylik 6nem tagimaktadir.
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The Abdullah Gl University has been partnering with the United Na-
tions within the frame of the UN75 campaign. This project included
several activities and panel sessions gathering many AGU students,
staff and stakeholders to debate on the different United Nations Global
Challenges and Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and formu-
late predictions and recommendations for the year 2045, which will
also mark the UN’s 100th anniversary.

A total of eleven “AGU-UN Dialogue” sessions were organized by our insti-
tution, each focusing on different UN SDGs and coordinated by different AGU
experts with the participation of AGU students and alumni, as well as outside
experts, coming from all continents. Reports compiling the findings of these
sessions have been submitted to the UN75 platform for further use by the UN
in their future decision- and policy-making processes. As part of AGUs ap-
proach to global challenges and societal impact, it is crucial that UN topics
are addressed by the different university stakeholders and made public on the
institutional platforms.

Is hayatina girerken akademik basarmim yanisira sosyal beceriler
ve goniilliiliik faaliyetlerinin de 6nemli oldugunu vurgulayan 2020
mezunlarindan Uysal, mezun olduktan sonraki is yagsamina baglan-
gi¢ siirecini soyle anlatti:

“Mezun olduktan sonra pandemi doneminde kendimi kesfetme
stirecine girerek nasil bir ortamda ve kisilerle ¢calismak istedigimi
diisiindiim. Bilinen bazi sirketlere bagvurular yapip goriismelere
bagladim. Olumsuz ve olumlu geri doniis aldiklarim oldu daha son-
rasinda olumlu olarak doniis aldigim sirketler ilizerinde diisiinerek
su anki calistigim sirkette karar kildim.”

Uysal, mezun olacak &grencilere de is diinyasina kisa siirede gire-
bilmeleri konusunda su tavsiyelerde bulundu:

“Okul doneminde kendinizi akademik hayatiniz ve sosyal hayatini-
z1 dengede tutun. Caligma ortaminizdaki sosyal becerileriniz en az
akademik basariniz kadar 6nemlidir. Sosyal topluluklarda goniillii-
liik faaliyetleri yapm. Ingilizce artik global bir dil oldu, o yiizden
Ingilizceden baska diller kesfedip 6grenmeyi diisiiniin. Toplumda
kendinizin neden digerlerinden farkli oldugunuzu gosterin. Diin-
yadaki trendleri gézlemleyip onlara uyum saglayin. Bagvurularda
bunlar akademik basarmniz kadar 6ne ¢ikarir.”

Sevde Ziilal Uysal, an Industrial Engineering alumna, Is Now a Product Planner at LC Waikiki

Sevde Ziilal Uysal graduated from the Industrial Engineering
and started her career as a “Product Planner” at LC Waikiki.

Uysal expressed that studying at AGU's multi-cultural and
dynamic environment contributed to her self-development
and AGU's English-medium education was very important

for her career.

Uysal, a class of 2020 alumna, stressed the place of social
skills and voluntary activities for employment besides one's
academic achievements, and narrated her own employment
story after graduation as follows:

“After graduation, I entered into a self-discovery process during the
pandemic and thought about in what kind of an environment and with
whom ' would like to work. I made job applications to some well-known
companies and began having interviews. I received both negative and
positive results, and after a deliberate consideration of the companies
that gave me positive feedback, I chose my current workplace.”

Uysal gave the following advice to the future alumni for a
quick employment process:

“Try to keep a balance between your academic and social life. So-
cial skills are important as much as your academic achievements
in a work environment. Join voluntary activities of social commu-
nities. English is now a global language, so consider discovering
and learning more languages in addition to English. Show why
vou are different from others in the society. Observe global trends
and adapt to them. In job applications, these will give you an ad-
vantage which is as strong as your academic success.”’
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
