Tiirkiye’'de ilk defa liniversite kampiisiinde kurulan
Model Fabrika, hem Kayseri sanayisine uretim ve-
rimliligi ve dijital déniisiim konularinda hizmet ver-
meye bagladi hem de 6grencilere uygulamali egitim,
part-time is ve staj imkéani sagladi.

Rektor Prof. Dr. Thsan Sabuncuoglu, iilkemizde ¢agin gerek-
tirdigi yalin ve dijital liretime dontsiimi hizlandirmak igin
ornek bir pilot ¢aligma ile faaliyete gecen Model Fabrika,
Kayseri Sanayi ve Ticaret Odalar1 ortaklig1 ve Alman Yatirim
Bankas1’nin finansmani ile kuruldugunu hatirlatti.

Universitenin iirettigi bilginin sanayi ile bulusuyor ve drtiisiiyor ol-
masi gerektigini belirten Prof. Dr. Sabuncuoglu, bu nedenle Model
Fabrika’nin tiniversitemiz ile sanayi arasinda is birligini gelistirmek
acisindan ¢ok 6nemli bir koprii vazifesi gorecegini ifade etti.

Prof. Dr. Sabuncuoglu, AGU akademisyenleri ve lisans, yiiksek
lisans ve doktora 6grencilerin de Model Fabrika’daki ¢aligmalar
icinde yer alarak bu ekosistem igerisinde iiretilecek bilginin yine
topluma ulasmasina katki saglayacagini soyledi.

Bu projenin KOBI’ler igin énemli oldugu kadar iilkenin gelisen
yiizii olmasi dolayisiyla uluslararasi arenada imajimiza da dogrudan
ya da dolayl katkilart olacagini dile getiren Prof. Dr. Sabuncuoglu,
iniversite olarak Endiistri 4.0 laboratuvari gibi unsurlarla Model
Fabrika’ya ve is diinyasina destek vermekte olduklarini kaydetti.

For the first time in Turkey, a Model Factory has been es-
tablished on a university campus and operating to boost
industrial production efficiency and digital transformation in
Kayseri. It also offers hands-on training, part-time working,
and internship opportunities for the University students.

Rector Prof’ Ihsan Sabuncuoglu commented that the Model Factory
is an exemplary pilot work for a faster lean and digital transformation
in our country as required by the age and reminded that it was a joint
venture of the Kayseri Chambers of Industry and Commerce and es-
tablished with the finance from the German Development Bank, KfW.

Knowledge generated at the university must reach and overlap
with the industry, Prof. Sabuncuoglu said. For that reason, the
Model Factory is a key bridge to develop the collaborations be-
tween our University and the industry.

AGU faculty and students from all degrees will also participate
in the work of the Model Factory and realize their social contri-
bution mission by producing knowledge in such an ecosystem,
Prof. Sabuncuoglu added.

The project offers not only development for the SMEs,
Prof. Sabuncuoglu explained, but also improves the coun-
try’s image internationally with such development, and the
University lends all the support to the Model Factory and the
business sector with its components like the Industry 4.0 Lab.

Birlesmis Milletler’in Ekonomik ve Sosyal iliskiler Departmanimin
ikinci siirdiiriilebilir kalkinma hedefi, 2030 y1lina kadar aglig1 bitir-
mek, gida giivenligine ve iyi beslenmeye ulagsmak ve siirdiiriilebilir
tarimi tesvik etmektir. BM istatistiklerine gore, 2018 yilina kadar,
diinya niifusunun %26,4°1 gida giivensizligi nedeniyle ac1 ¢ekti ve
5 yasindan kiigiik yaklasik 144 milyon ¢ocuk bodur biiyiimeden
muzdarip oldu. Bu sayilar, Koronaviriis salgini nedeniyle artti ve
kotiilesti. Dahasi, diinya genelinde geligmekte olan alanlarda kiigiik
Oleekli ciftei ve iireticilerin yaklasik %40 ila %85°1 etkilendi.

AGU ise BM’nin bu SKH’sinden ilham alarak ekonomik yemek meniile-
ri olugturmakta ve Ramazan paketleri dagitmaktadir. Bunlar 6grencilerin
saglikli kalmasmna yardimet olup higbir gidamin eksikligini duymamasi-
1 saglamugtir. Ayrica, 6grencilerin, mesaji aldiklarindan emin olmak ve
diinyadaki gida krizinin 6nemini anlamalari i¢in, GLB 301 kodlu bir siir-
diiriilebilirlik dersi almalari gerekmektedir. Bunlart géz 6niinde tutarak,
BM’nin achg diinya capmda bitirme hedefine ulasmasmi ve AGU’niin
bu alandaki iyi ¢alismalarma devam etmesini temenni ediyorum.

The United Nations Department of Social and Economic Affairs
second sustainable development goal is to end hunger, achieve food
security and improved nutrition and promote sustainable agricul-
ture by 2030. According to the UN'§ statistics, by 2018, 26.4% of the
world population grieved because of food insecurity and about 144
million children under the age of 5 suffered from stunted growth.
These numbers have grown and worsened due to the Coronavirus
pandemic. Additionally, it has affected around 40% to 85% small-
scale farmers and producers around the globe in developing areas.

At AGU, however, inspired by the UN SDG, facilities such as afford-
able meals and Ramadan packages already exist which help students
remain healthy and never suffer from a food shortage. Likewise, stu-
dents are also required to study a sustainability (GLB 301) course to
ensure that the message is received by them and they learn the impor-
tance of food crisis in the world. With all this in mind, I hope that the
UN reaches the goal to end hunger worldwide and AGU continues
with the good work in its area.

Mezuniyetinin ardindan farkli sektorlerle is goriismeleri yapan
Ordu, 2019 yilinda ASPILSAN’da ¢alismaya basladigmi ancak
sonrasinda hayalini kurdugu diplomasi kariyeri i¢in Disisleri
Bakanlig1’na gectigini sdyledi. Caner, AGU’niin sagladig1 yurt-
dis1 imkanlarinin kendisine katkisini soyle dile getirdi:

“IIk yilimizda, ABD’nin farkl sehirlerine dil egitimi igin iicretsiz
gonderilerek, farkli bir yasam bigimini tecriibe etmistik. Genglik
Fabrikasi’nin projelerinde goniillii olarak, Avrupa’da 10’dan faz-
la tlilkeyi gordiim. Bu sayede yabanci dilimi daha da pekistirdim
ve uluslararasi iligkiler, kiiltiirler hakkinda ¢ok sey 6grendim. Bu
tecriibelerimin, Disisleri’nden kabul almamda biiyiik faydasi ol-
duguna inantyorum”.

Ordu, mezun olacak 6grencilere ise su tavsiyelerde bulundu:

“Is diinyasinda mutlu olmak igin kisinin ne istedigini bilmesinin
en dnemli etken oldugunu diisiiniiyorum. s diinyasmin kaliplari-
na uymak yerine, hayallerinde olanin pesine diissiinler, kendileri-
ne uygun isi kovalasinlar”.

Hedefinin Biiyiikelgilige kadar ilerleyebilmek oldugunu séyleyen Ordu:

“Ilerleyen zamanlarda bircok yurtdis: temsilciligimizde de gorev
alma firsatim olacak. Her yeni birim ve yurtdist misyonunda iler-
leyerek Konsolos, Bagkonsolos, El¢i veya Biiylikelgilige kadar
ulagmay1 ve lilkemizin dis politikasina en iyi sekilde katki sagla-
may1 hedefliyorum” dedi.

Caner Ordu, one of the first graduates of the Department of
Business Administration, started to work as a Consular and
Expertise Official at the Deputy Directorate General for Over-
seas Promotion of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Ankara.

After his graduation, Ordu went to interviews for jobs from dif-
ferent sectors and started working in ASPILSAN in 2019. How-
ever, he dreamt of a career in diplomacy and changed his job for
a position at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. On the gains of an
overseas experience thanks to AGU, Caner commented.

“In our first year, AGU sent us to different cities in the USA for lan-

guage education, which allowed us to experience different lifestyles.
Also, as a volunteer at a project of the Youth Factory, I traveled to
over ten cities in Europe. Thanks to this project, I could strengthen
my foreign language skills and learned a lot about international re-
lations and other cultures. I believe that this experience has helped
my employment at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.”

As advice to prospective AGU graduates, Ordu said:

“In my opinion, for happiness in the business world, one has
to know what they want. Rather than adapting to the mold of a
particular business, they should follow their dreams, go after
jobs that suit them.”

Ordu'’s dream is going up the stairs until the position of Ambassador:

“Later on, I will have the opportunity to take roles in our vari-
ous overseas offices. I aim to advance with every new unit and
overseas missions until I reach the position of Consul, Consul
General, or Ambassador and serve the foreign policies of our
country in the best manner possible in my capacity.”
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
